Broad Blunsdon

BLUNSDON ST. LEONARD, OR Broad Blunsdon, is a tithing and village in the parish and Hundred of Highworth, and 
in Cricklade parliamentary borough, distant from Highworth 3½ miles.  The church, dedicated to St. Leonard, is a neat 
building, with square tower, and contains 4 bells.  It is a chapelry attached to Highworth; curate, Rev. Samuel F. 
Auchmuty, M.A.  There is also a school for boys and girls, built upon the church land, and supported partly by the 
clergymen of the parish and partly by the weekly payments of the children.  The population, in 1851 was 895

HOLDCROFT, or Oldcroft, is a quarter of a mile south; Cold Harbour, half a mile south; Groundwell 1 mile south; Hide, 
2 miles south-east; Castle Hill, Upper and Lower Bury, 1 mile south-east.  Here is a camp.  Tadpole Farm is in 
Blunsdon St. Andrew.
