Ermin Street - owned by Iles - opposite Stratton brickworks. 
 
Grange Drive - western end next to railway bridge. 
 
Kingsdown - owned by Archers next to Kingsdown Farm, now part of A419 Stratton by-pass. 
 
Stratton Brickworks - owned by Hills, became Cement works now Strata Estate. 
 
Stratton Crossroads - owned by Day's was first to use steam powered brick making machinery was located west 
of Ermin Street between Railway line and today's Oxford Road. 
 
Stratton Green - owned by Iles, pit was originally three times the size with kilns at southern end - now Claridges 
Lake and park.
