OPC Note
Removal Orders were handed down if a family or individual requested poor relief from the parish they resided in and were not native of that parish.  The parish overseers would return a family to a home or settlement parish unless that parish were agreeable to pay the resident parish overseers the cost of keeping the family within their parish.  The family would be escorted to the parish of birth by a constable on behalf of the overseers. If a person did not reveal their birth parish or the parish was unknown then they would be sent to a parish with long term assocation.  Married women and children would be treated as if from the parish of their husband or father.  If a woman is recorded as head of household this meant that she was either a widow, single mother or her husband had deserted her.
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
