TRANSCRIPTION/PUBLICATION DATE LIMITATIONS
To clarify our position on dates that are acceptable for publication on this site, it has been decided, having taken into consideration the nature of the items we publish that the following shall be our guidelines.  Please note these are only guidelines and are flexible - common sense should prevail
We hope that these are acceptable to all - those  involved with this site or for those just visiting.

These Dates Apply As Of 2020
Personal Items that include dates such Births, Baptisms, Marriages & Divorces etc. would as a guideline not be published after 1940 although there will be exceptions to this rule.
Burials/Death/Wills would have no limitations.  An exception to this is where MI’s are concerned.  After a recent request to remove some entries from an MI list it has been decided that no inscription will be recorded for anyone under the age of 18 or would not have reached that age by the time the document was published.  For example a child’s death in 2015 at age of 5 would not be published until 2028.  Therefore it is essential that you work out the maths before including any such entry.  Photographs from churchyard and cemetery surveys will also be held in a futures folder if they are outside the permitted dates.
Census Information would be as and when they are available for public access whenever the government release the years - therefore indexes up until 1911 will be ok for publication.  (It is believed that the 1921 census will be available in January 2022 if not before so that too will be ok to transcribe and publish)
Images for buildings will have no cut off dates - images of people will be 50 years unless agreed publication is received from the person/persons in the image.  OPC’s will take responsibility for any images they supply outside of these guidelines.

Other items should basically follow the guidelines listed above.
The Hall of Fame section will include people who are currently in the public eye on the proviso that the information printed is true and is already available as public knowledge through other media sites such as the subjects own web site or blog or the encyclopaedia type sites such as Wiki etc.  Images must not under any circumstance breach copyright laws nor if using your own images be covertly obtained.  (In other words if the subject has posed for or have been snapped on a public appearance these are acceptable).


When transcribing later dates than the cut off guidelines these may be submitted and will be held until they are within the cut off guidelines before publication. (Some exceptions with permissions may be used)


We hope this clarifies our situation.  Please note that other OPC County projects may differ and if any OPC feels they do not wish to publish as late as these date guidelines then that is their decision.
